Professor Sung Bae Park

Faculty Spotlight on:
Sung Bae Park, Ph.D., Buddhist Studies

Sung Bae Park, a published professor
who discovered Buddhism during the
Korean War, now teaches religious stud-
ies for the Asian and Asian American
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Studies Department at Stony Brook
University.

Also the founder and director of the
Center for Korean Studies, Park empha-
sizes “how to become a thinker” in each
of his classes. His goal is to teach stu-
dents the “non-dualist” way of thinking
and apply it to their own lives. This
Buddhist value system implies that
things which appear distinct are not
entirely separate. According to Park,
non-dualism is the “key to end fighting”
because it requires two entities to be
selfless and thoughtful.

Park’s desire for peace and his respect
for intellect are products of his experi-
ences in Korea. His childhood took place
in a small farming village in Korea.

Bookstore Stays Open

During Campus Power Outage

On June 1, 2009, summer classes began at
Stony Brook University and students head-
ed to the University Bookstore to purchase
textbooks after their first class sessions. At
2:45PM, however, a power failure caused a
campus-wide blackout, shutting down
lights and computer systems in every
building. Students were caught off guard in
the University Bookstore as aisles became
dark and registers ceased to work.

The booksellers present at the time quick-
ly rose to this unexpected challenge.
Managers and student employees offered
unprecedented levels of customer service
to ensure that students could purchase
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their textbooks as planned. Acting fast, the
staff lined up students outside the book-
store and escorted them inside in groups of
four. Booksellers wrote down textbook
requests from each student and ventured
into the nearly pitch-black textbook aisles,
armed only with flashlights. They collected
the necessary books and filled out manual
purchase slips, which were processed by
hand by cashiers at the front checkout.
One by one, satisfied students left the store
prepared to take on their classes and
assignments.

By the time power was restored over an
hour later at 4:00PM, the bookstore staff
